TEACCH at the University of North Carolina to Wales in March 2009 to deliver the three-day 'Introduction to TEACCH' seminar.  This will be Professor Gary Mesibov’s only visit to Wales in 2009.
Developed in the early 1970’s by Eric Schopler, the TEACCH approach includes a focus on the person with autism and the development of a programme around this person’s skills, interests, and needs. By focusing on the individual the TEACCH approach makes the person the priority, rather than any philosophical notion like inclusion, discrete trial training, facilitated communication, etc. 

This fascinating course will be of great practical benefit to all professionals working with children with an autistic spectrum disorder including teachers, social care workers, speech and language therapists, psychologists, learning support staff and many others.  It is designed to familiarise participants with autism and the various approaches to working with people with autism and their families. Structured Teaching, Division TEACCH's main intervention approach, will be emphasised and participants will see how it has evolved in response to the unique needs of the autistic population. Aspects of applying TEACCH techniques to classroom instruction will be highlighted. 
We have attached further information about TEACCH and about Dr. Mesibov and our application form. Places will be limited and we are expecting high demand, as this course is rarely available in the UK.  

The cost of the course is £395, including lunch and refreshments.
